Committee and Coordinator Reports: 
 
Rank & Tenure Committee: Deanna Stevens – 
Working on a survey of scholarly/creative activity for 
scholarship. They recommend that the Boyer Model 
be supported by ASDAL because it is a more 
inclusive definition of scholarship.  
 
ALICE Council: Paulette Johnson – Net income of 
$30,000 and $230,000 in database sales. There are 
currently 13 databases from 4 vendors. Southwestern 
and Helderberg joined ALICE. They are working 
toward better cooperation with the General 
Conference to obtain databases for international 
libraries and with the North American Division for 
K-12 schools. A document will be presented in the 
fall. 
 
Professional Recruitment Ad Hoc Committee: 
Christy Berry – Library directors were surveyed to 
identify problems filling vacancies. Results showed 
the mean time to fill a vacancy was 6 months due to 
difficulties related to finances, location, or training. 
Suggestions for recruiting were to work with 
administration to gain financial assistance for 
individuals working on a master’s degree and to 
provide materials to promote librarianship at local 
career fairs.  
 
Library Manual Ad Hoc Committee: Annette 
Melgosa – The projected is being funded by the 
General Conference. A sum of $7,750 has been 
received for development. They will pay for layout 
and printing. A copy editor has been secured. Annette 
will be the content editor. It will be translated into 
Spanish and as needed by Divisions. Motion: Library 
Manual Committee become a standing committee. 
VOTED. Motion: Membership of committee will 
continue as is. VOTED.  The committee will 
recommend terms which will be referred to Executive 
Committee. 
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European Chapter: Unfilled. Per Lisle resigned. 
ASDAL Europe was postponed to 2009. 
 
African Chapter: Bola Atulomah. Reorganization is 
occurring because of Wendy Young’s retirement. 
Currently there are 35 members and plans are 
underway to connect the librarians in African SDA 
institutions of higher education. Bola Atulomah is 
now Chapter Coordinator. 
 
Inter-American Chapter: Heather James (email). This 
chapter was formed in 2007 after the formation of 
Biblioteca Virtual Adventista 
(http://www.interamerica.org/bva/. Reports were 
received from University of the Southern Caribbean 
(USC) and Northern Caribbean University (NCU). 
Enrollment has gone up at USC because the 
government now subsidizes tuition. An integrated 
library system is in operation with increased e-
content. Other improvements:       
collection, more staff, conversion to LC call 
numbers, increased computers, new Web site.   
 
NCU. Heather Rodriguez-James moved to Oakwood 
College. Grace Carr-Benjamin is the new Director. 
Improvements: joined Adventist Virtual Library 
consortium, created educational displays, conducted 
library orientation for 40 classes, added more 
computers, established liaison librarians to better 
serve faculty, acquired new furniture. They are also 
upgrading their web site, brochures, and reviving the 
library newsletter. 
 
Unfinished Business: 
 
Treasurer Audit: Because of the cost, it is not feasible 
to have an external audit of the books, but we must 
have procedures in place which guarantee finances 
and the integrity of the treasurer. Books will be 
automated. Carlene Drake and Lori Curtis will setup 
guidelines and procedures for an internal audit. 
 
Lifetime Achievement Award: Guidelines were 
presented by Cynthia Helms. Modifications were 
discussed. Motion: Accept with corrections. VOTED. 
 
Campus Tour: Richard Schaffer, Historian, Loma 
Linda University. Slide presentation on history of 
Loma Linda University.

RECRUITMENT AD HOC 
COMMITTEE REPORT

Introduction 
In April 2007, the Executive Committee charged the 
Publicity Coordinator with the task of developing 
recruitment strategies for Seventh-day Adventist 
librarians. The members of this ad hoc committee 
were the Publicity Coordinator, the acting President 
of ASDAL, and the Chair of the Scholarship & 
Awards Committee. The chair of Scholarships & 
Awards selected a member of the Scholarship & 
Awards committee to serve on this committee in their 
stead. To best define a strategy, the committee chose 
to look first at the actual problems filling positions in 
Seventh-day Adventist libraries, then to look at what 
was being done in the larger library profession to 
solve issues with recruitment, and then based on 
these inquiries to make specific suggestions to 
ASDAL for a strategy to promote the recruitment of 
new undergraduate or graduate students into the 
profession.  

Define the Problem 
To define the problem, the committee looked for a 
way to determine what difficulties were encountered 

in filling Adventist librarian positions. To help 
answer this question the committee surveyed 
Adventist Library Directors directly about problems 
filling open librarian positions. The committee 
created a survey and distributed this survey to 
Adventist Directors via the Adventist Directors 
listserv. Nineteen directors responded to the survey: 
eleven from North America, three from Africa, two 
from Asia, and one from Europe. Directors were 
asked basic questions regarding openings including 
current, projected, and past openings. They were 
asked questions about technology at their library. 
And finally several open ended questions allowed the 
committee to get an idea of difficulties and 
suggestions for recruiting undergraduates.  
 
Of the nineteen respondents, five had open positions 
in their library at the time of response. Two of the 
five open positions had been open for more than two 
years. Directors were asked whether they were 
expecting open positions in the next five years due to 
retirement or for other reasons. Sixty percent of the 
directors predicted they would have open positions. 
Of the directors who predicted yes, fifty percent of 
them had a strategic plan in place to recruit.  That 
number increased to sixty-six percent if you included 
directors with plans that required approval from an 
outside entity such as the institution administration or 
conference assistance. Ninety-five percent of the 
respondents had experienced at least one opening in 
the past five years with the largest number (36% of 
the respondents) experiencing two open positions in 
the past five years. The mean time to fill these 
positions was six months to a year.  Three 
respondents still had a position still unfilled, and one 
director mentioned a position that had been 
eliminated rather than being filled.
